tourist visa fee from 5 March 2009 to 4 June 2009.

Please note that the fees for Non-immigrant Visa and transit Visa are
not exempted during the above-mentioned period. Furthermore, nationals who are
entitled for the Tourist Visa Exemption Scheme, and nationals whose country has
concluded bilateral agreement with Thailand on visa exemption, are still able to
enter the Kingdom without visa.
